



Declaration of compliance with systems to safeguard children and young people
In July 2009 the Care Quality Commission published its report on their review of the arrangements in the NHS to safeguard children. 

The Board of South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust is assured that the following requirements are in place in line with the recommendations of the Care Quality Commission to ensure that systems and processes are in place to safeguard children and young people:

 South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust meets all statutory requirements in relation to Criminal Records Bureau checks;

 South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust has a child protection policy (Safeguarding Policy) in place that meets with the requirements of Working Together to Safeguard Children;

 All eligible staff within South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust have undertaken level 1 child protection training;

 South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust has undertaken an audit of safeguarding training needs and outcome and all recommendations are being delivered;

 South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust has a lead safeguarding professional (Named Nurse – Safeguarding Manager) in place to fulfil the requirements as detailed in Working Together to Safeguard Children;

 The Board level Executive Lead with the responsibility for safeguarding in South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust is Norma Lane Director of Urgent Care and Clinical Services. 

 The Board of South Western Ambulance Service NHS Trust reviewed these systems and processes in April 2008 (Re-audit due January 2010) and the outcome of this review was last presented to the Board in July 2009.  All recommendations from this review are monitored by our Governance Committee and report to the Board quarterly.
